Steve, W2WF set up with the Icom 7300, LiFePO battery and 100 watt solar panel highlighted at last 

month’s meeting.  Antennas included Wolf River Coil, and DX Commander verticals.  Wolf River worked 

well given its size.  The DX Commander worked very well after fixing a faulty connection.    

Mark WB5ANN had a mobile setup with an Icom 706, AH-4 auto-tuner and 102 in whip.  This unit was 

not working well on 20M due to some RF problem which could not be resolved well enough to make any 

contacts.   This was fixed on Sunday with some chokes and adjustments.  

Malcolm KG5NFN brought out his Elecraft K-3 QRP rig running on the Wolf.  The K3 just did not have 

enough punch for the crowded band conditions but it got a workout.   

Rain was intermittent until about 3:00 PM and it kept the temperature down.   We logged 19 clean 

contacts from around the country, from California to New York and Ontario on 20 meters which was 

open during the operating period from about 1:00 to 5:30 PM.
